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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT

THIS INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT ("Agreement") is made and entered
into, pursuant to the authority found in ORS 190-010 et.seq., and ORS 206.345, between the City

of Portland ("City"), and the Port of Portland ("Port") on this day of ,
2003. The City and the Port may be referred to collectively herein as the "Parties."”
RECITALS
A. The City is authorized to enter into intergovernmental agreements pursuant to the

provisions of ORS 190.010, et.seq;

B. The Port is an Oregon Port District formed and operating under the laws of the
State of Oregon and is a unit of local government authorized to enter into intergovernmental
agreements pursuant to the provisions of ORS 190.010, et.seq;

C. The Port has chosen to enter into an agreement with the City of Portland, in
accordance with Portland Zoning Code (“PZC”) subsubparagraph 33.258.070.D.2.d (2), to
identify development on the Portland International Airport (“PDX”) site that does not meet the
list of standards in subparagraph 33.258.070.D.2.b, and to have the identified required upgrades
brought into full compliance with Title 33 within a 5 year compliance period;.

D. The City has agreed to accept this Intergovernmental Agreement in lieu of the
covenant required by the PZC subsubparagraph 33.258.070.D.2.d (2).

IN CONSIDERATION of those mutual promises and the terms and conditions set forth
hereafter, and pursuant to the provisions of ORS Chapter 190, the parties agree to be bound as
follows:

1. REQUIRED UPGRADES

The Port has submitted to the City a document titled Port of Portland—PDX Non-Conforming
Upgrades and Compliance Analysis attached as Exhibit A (“Exhibit A”) identifying in writing
and in a series of 8 site plans [1. Northwest Quadrant, 2.) Airfield, 3.) Passenger Terminal, 4.)
North Airport Way, 5.) Cargo-Airport Maintenance, 6.) Airtrans Center, 7.) Armory, and 8.)
Miscellaneous Areas], those areas that do not meet the standards required to be upgraded in PZC
subparagraph 33.258.070.D.2.b. The City and the Port agree that Exhibit A identifies the areas
that will be required to be upgraded to meet the standards referred to in the PZC subparagraph
33.258.070.D.2.b. Both Parties agree that Exhibit A is only to be used to identify the areas that
currently do not meet the current standards required to be upgraded by PZC subparagraph
33.258.070.D.2.b. Both Parties agree that a set of full site plans detailing the 8 areas identified in
Exhibit A will be submitted to the City to be certified as in compliance with the upgrades
required by PZC subparagraph 33.258.070.D.2.b, per the PZC Section 33.258.037,
Documenting Conforming Development. The site plans will detail all existing and proposed
development, including parking lot layout and landscaping.
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If the Port is successful in obtaining Land Use Review Adjustments to any of the upgrades
required by PZC subparagraph 33.258.070.D.2.b, or the Port is otherwise granted changes or
modification to the upgrades required by subparagraph 33.258.070.D.2.b through another land
use review or court proceeding, or the development standards are changed or modified by
agreement of the parties hereto, then those adjustments, changes, or modifications will supercede
the development standards required to be upgraded by this Agreement.

3. COMPLIANCE PERIOD

Prior to the end of the 5 year compliance period, both parties agree that the Port will request in
writing or through the submission of building permits, that the 8 areas identified in Exhibit A, be
certified as in compliance with the development standards required by the PZC subparagraph
33.258.070.D.2.b, as allowed in Section 33.258.037, Documenting Conforming Development.
In the event OPDR issues a denial of certification of completion regarding the required upgrades,
or the Port does not request a certification within the 5 year compliance period, OPDR may elect
to withhold building permits from the Port for the Portland International Airport site until it is
certified. The 5-year compliance period begins on the date this Agreement is executed.

4. CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION

4.1  The City designates Ray Kerridge to represent the City in all matters pertaining to
administration of this Agreement.

4.2  The Port designates Bill Allen to represent the Port in all matters pertaining to
administration of this Agreement.
5. NOTICES

5.1  Any notice or notices provided for by this Agreement or by law to be given or
served upon either party shall be given or served personally or by certified mail, return receipt
requested, deposited in the U.S. mail, postage prepaid, and addressed to:
