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ORDINANCE No. 175553

*Apply to Tri-Met/ODOT for Special Transportation Grant funds in the amount of $152.541 to
purchase and install audible pedestrian signals for pedestrain safetv, varticularly for
the elderly and disabled (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

The Public Transit Division of ODOT is offering grant money for the benefit of those
who do not or cannot drive.

Transportation is applying for $152,541 to purchase and install audible pedestrian
signals for several busy intersections near public transit stops, and to install tactile
surfaces on curb ramps along the Interstate MAX line.

Similar applications have been approved by City Council in the past. and. to date,
Council has approved one grant agreement that resulted from these applications.

These applications are supported by Transportation, by the Audible Pedestrian Signal
Committee that has worked with Transportation, and the Multnomah and Pioneer
Chapters of the American Council of the Blind in Oregon.

If this project receives the grant funding, the result will be increased safety for the *
visually impaired and elderly populations when they cross these busy intersections in
Portland.

10 percent matching City funds are required.

NOW THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.

Section 2.

The Transportation Director is hereby authorized to make an application to the Oregon
Department of Transportation for a grant in the amount of $152.541 on behalf of the
Bureau of Transportation System Management.

The Council declares that an emergency exists since a delay in processing the
application may disqualify the City from receiving funds: therefore. this Ordinance
shall be in full force and effect from the date of its passage.
