Amend the Hawthorne Boulevard Transportation Plan to include additional improvements on SE Hawthorne Boulevard and adjacent streets. (Resolution)

WHEREAS,
on July 30, 1997, the City Council adopted the Hawthorne Boulevard Transportation Plan (Resolution 35632); and

WHEREAS, the Hawthorne Boulevard Transportation Plan includes recommendations to provide safer pedestrian crossings and improved transit access along SE Hawthorne Boulevard; and

WHEREAS, the Hawthorne Boulevard Transportation Plan includes recommendations to provide safer, more convenient, and more attractive bike access in and around SE Hawthorne Boulevard, with an emphasis on improving side street bike routes; and

WHEREAS,
between November 2000 and June 2001, the Portland Office of Transportation (PDOT) worked with a Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC) to refine the Hawthorne Boulevard Transportation Plan and make recommendations for project implementation and construction; and

WHEREAS,
construction of improvements is scheduled to begin in fiscal year 2004/2005.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Portland endorses the recommendations of the Portland Office of Transportation and the Hawthorne Boulevard Transportation Plan Citizens Advisory Committee as described in the Hawthorne Boulevard Transportation Plan – Plan Amendments Report, dated August 31, 2004, referenced and attached as Exhibit A
