Adopt the East Columbia Boulevard to Lombard Street Connector Project Access Management Plan for a portion of NE Killingsworth Street as an operational policy to be administered by the Office of Transportation  (Resolution)

WHEREAS, the purpose of the East Columbia to Lombard Street Connector (ECLC) Project is to improve freight mobility and support economic development within an industrial area; and

WHEREAS, the City completed the Columbia Corridor Transportation Study in 1999, which identified the need for an improved connection between NE Columbia Boulevard and NE Killingsworth (also known as Lombard) west of I-205; and 

WHEREAS, an extensive public outreach effort was undertaken to involve local businesses, neighborhood associations, the freight community and local residents in developing the vision, goals and alternatives for the project; and

WHEREAS, the selected alternative became the ECLC Project, which is jointly funded by the Oregon Transportation Investment Act (OTIA), the Port of Portland, and the City of Portland; and  

WHEREAS, the City and the Oregon Department of Transportation collaborated on the development of an Access Management Plan (AMP) to establish how highway access is to be managed within this OTIA Modernization project; and

WHEREAS, the AMP includes short, medium and long-term actions designed to maintain circulation, respect the viability of adjacent businesses, and maintain the highest standard of safety along both ODOT and City roadways; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of the AMP is to fully maximize the benefits derived from the construction of the ECLC Project, and provide long-term protection to the invested public funds.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Portland, a municipal corporation of the State of Oregon, adopt the ECLC Project Access Management Plan for a portion of NE Killingsworth Street, as provided in Exhibit A and attached hereto, as an operations policy to be administered by the City of Portland, Office of Transportation; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council directs that the Transportation System Plan update incorporate the actions and objectives set forth in the ECLC Project Access Management Plan.
