ORDINANCE No.  179021
*Terminate franchise granted to Metropolitan Fiber Systems of Oregon, Inc.  (Ordinance)

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. On May 24, 1995, the City Council granted a Temporary Revocable Permit to Metropolitan Fiber Systems of Oregon, Inc. (MFS), a Delaware corporation licensed to do business in the State of Oregon,  for use of the City streets to provide competitive telecommunications services. Ordinance 168851.
2. On August 23, 1995, the City Council ratified the grant of a franchise to MFS to provide competitive telecommunications services for ten-years by Ordinance No. 169229. 
3. On August 3, 2004, the staff of the Office of Cable Communications and Franchise Management was informed by MCIMetro Access Transmission Services, LLC, that MFS, a wholly owned subsidiary of MCIMetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., now known as MCIMetro Access Transmission Services, LLC, was merged with and into MCIMetro Access Transmission Services, LLC on May 10, 2004.  
4. MCIMetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., now known as MCIMetro Access Transmission Services LLC, a Delaware corporation licensed to do business in the State of Oregon, was granted a franchise to provide competitive telecommunications services in the City of Portland for a period of ten years by the City Council on August 23, 1995. Ordinance 169230.
5. To clarify City records, an ordinance terminating the MFS franchise should be passed by the City Council.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. On or before the thirtieth (30th) day after this ordinance becomes effective, MCIMetro Access Transmission Services LLC shall file in the Office of the Auditor of the City of Portland a written acceptance of this ordinance, executed by MCI Metro Access Transmission Services LLC., subject to the approval as to form by the City Attorney. Any failure on the part of MCIMetro Access Transmission Services LLC to file such written acceptance within such time shall be deemed an abandonment and rejection of the rights and privileges conferred hereby and this ordinance shall thereupon be null and void. Such acceptance shall be unqualified and shall be construed to be an acceptance of all the terms, conditions and restrictions contained in this ordinance. 
b. Upon the filing of an acceptance hereunder by MCIMetro Access Transmission Services, LLC.  in a form satisfactory to the City Attorney, the City releases and 
discharges Metropolitan Fiber Systems of Oregon, Inc. from any further obligations or liabilities under Ordinance No. 175650.
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
