Add the Bureau of Water Works Interstate Fitness Facility to those organizations eligible to use the payroll deduction system  (Ordinance; amend Code Section 5.08.140)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland Bureau of Water Works Interstate location is improving the onsite employee Fitness Facility.

2. Safety Incentive funds received from Risk Management are funding the initial upgrades and equipment purchases for the facility.

3. The Fitness Facility will reopen in January 2005.  

4. The City of Portland Bureau of Water Works recognizes the need to maintain and improve the Facility on a regular basis.

5. Maintenance and continued improvement of the facility will require funding.

6. Funding will come from voluntary membership user fees paid through monthly payroll deduction to PACE Credit Union Checking Account 161550.

7. Each payroll deduction made from an employee’s paycheck will be charged a fee of 50 cents paid to the City.

8. In order to maintain and improve the City of Portland Bureau of Water Works Interstate Fitness Facility it is prudent to collect dues from members through payroll deduction. 

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. Add the City of Portland Bureau of Water Works Interstate Fitness Facility to those organizations eligible to use the payroll deduction system. 

5.08.140 Salary Deductions.

A. Salary and wage deductions, other than Public Employees Retirement System, Worker’s Compensation Self-Insurance and assignments or garnishments prescribed by law or authorized by an employee, shall be made on the biweekly payrolls. Only the employee may authorize voluntary deductions or changes in exemptions for tax withholding purposes. Each authorization bearing the signature of the employee shall be kept on file by the Office of Finance and Administration.
