AMENDMENT NO. 1

Amend Contract No. 35422 between the CITY OF PORTLAND and CASCADE AIDS PROJECT (SUBRECIPIENT) by providing an additional $21,420 to the initial contract for a total of $492,846.  The reason for the amendment is to pay for project-based rent assistance for a maximum of three families with HIV/AIDS at any of three floating Northwest Housing Alternatives (NHA) units.  The units may float between Newell Creek Village in Clackamas County, Autumn Park in Clackamas County, or Spring Water Commons in Multnomah County.

This funding cannot be used for any other line item in any program budget at Cascade AIDS Project (CAP).  

This funding will pay the difference between the tenant’s contribution to rent and the program rent as defined by NHA .  Tenant contributions to rent in the HOPWA units, including utilities, shall be the greater of:

(a)
30 percent of the household's monthly adjusted income. 

(b) 10 percent of the household's monthly gross income; or

(c) If the household is receiving payments for welfare assistance from a public agency and a part of the payments, adjusted in accordance with the household’s actual housing costs, is specifically designated by the agency to meet the household’s housing costs, the portion of the payments that is designated.

All other terms and conditions of Contract No. 35422 between the City of Portland and Cascade AIDS Project shall remain the same.
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
