Accept the South Waterfront Greenway Development Plan – Phase I, Design Component as a concept for a unified greenway design option for development in the South Waterfront District within the North Macadam Urban Renewal Area.  (Resolution)

The City of Portland resolves:  

WHEREAS, following the November 2003 Adoption by Resolution No. 36111 and Ordinance No. 177082 of both the South Waterfront Plan and Zoning Code for South Waterfront an inter-bureau collaborative team developed the goal for the Greenway and Parks to create an exemplary open space network that embraces the river as the district’s “front yard” and provides a range of urban amenities, beauty and ecological function, and;

WHEREAS, the South Waterfront Greenway Development Plan-Phase I Design Component is one of a number of inter-related development options in the South Waterfront District, the Greenway Design Component must be considered in the context of the whole district, including other development parameters in the District. 

WHEREAS, the South Waterfront Plan established two greenway development options in Portland’s Zoning Code a prescriptive minimum standards for the greenway, including an average 100-foot wide greenway area on any individual property as measured from top of bank, and an property owner initiated greenway design.    
WHEREAS, the City inter-bureau team also recommended a third option for the design and development of the greenway that would embrace a more holistic and integrated approach and encourage innovation, flexibility, public/private partnerships and design excellence. To this end, the Council approved development of a coordinated design and referenced the document in the adopted Zoning Code as the Design Coordination Plan.
WHEREAS, a public/private partnership including private property owners formed to allow for development of a third option to the Zoning Code in the form of a the South Waterfront Greenway Development Plan. The Plan was developed through a one-year planning process with extensive public participation in which the City, property owners, environmental advocates and other stakeholders worked together to achieve the aspiration of a exemplary greenway that benefits the district, the City, and the region as well as fish and wildlife.

WHEREAS, a comprehensive Greenway Master Plan (GMP) that includes the Greenway design, Greenway Implementation Strategy and Greenway Codification, will be developed in partnership with community stakeholders and brought back to City Council for Approval
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Portland, a municipal corporation of the State of Oregon, that the City Council accept the South Waterfront Greenway Development Plan – Phase I, Design Component report, as shown in Exhibit A, for the South Waterfront District.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that to the Bureau of Planning will initiate a legislative process to codify the GMP as an option to greenway development standards of the South Waterfront sub-district of the Central City Plan District of the Portland Zoning Code. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Portland Development Commission, in consultation with a stakeholder advisory committee called the Partnership Group, will develop an implementation strategy to inform the final Greenway Master Plan process.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that an inter-bureau core team, including the Bureau of Planning, Portland Development Commission, Portland Parks and Recreation, Bureau of Development Services, with assistance from the Bureau of Environmental Services and Portland Office of Transportation, and stakeholders create a South Waterfront Greenway Master Plan for Council approval. The completed Master Plan will include a design component, implementation strategy and codification.
