ORDINANCE No.  179031
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Port of Portland to outline ownership, maintenance and inspection responsibilities for the Mt. Hood Avenue Bridge Structure. (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:





Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. In conjunction with the CascadeStation development, a new structure and interchange was constructed on NE. Airport Way between 82nd Avenue and I-205.  This new interchange/structure services the CascadeStation development site to the south and the long-term airport parking and existing businesses to the north.  The new bridge structure that crosses N.E. Airport Way is referred to as the Mt. Hood Avenue Bridge Structure (Bridge Structure).

2. The Port of Portland (Port) owns and maintains N.E. Airport Way west of I-205 and will, therefore, retain ownership and maintenance responsibility for the Mt. Hood Avenue Bridge Structure and interchange ramps.  However, the Portland Office of Transportation (PDOT), at the Port’s request, performed design and construction review services, inspection, and materials testing for the Bridge Structure and ramps in accordance with PDOT’s street permit procedures. 

3. A Certificate of Completion was issued by PDOT for these transportation improvements on December 3, 2001.

4. The Port of Portland has requested that PDOT provide further inspection and analysis services, as needed, for the Bridge Structure. 

5. The Port of Portland will reimburse PDOT for expenditures associated with these inspection and analysis services.

6. The Intergovernmental Agreement describes further obligations of both parties in performing these inspection, analysis and maintenance services.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Commissioner in Charge and the Auditor are authorized to enter into an intergovernmental agreement with the Port of Portland for the Mt. Hood Avenue Bridge Structure, substantially in accordance with the Agreement attached to the original of this Ordinance, and by reference made a part hereof.  

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the Port of Portland would like PDOT to initiate inspection and analysis efforts immediately; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
