ORDINANCE No.  179053
*Authorize a permit and right-of-way Agreement with Union Pacific Railroad Company to provide access to the property near milepost 2.850 to construct, maintain and operate the Peninsular Force Main for the West Side Combined Sewer Overflow Program  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Bureau of Environmental Services has designed and begun construction on the West Side CSO Tunnel, Shafts, Pump Station and Pipeline Project to comply with the Amended Stipulated and Final Order (ASFO) issued by the Department of Environmental Quality, requiring the City to reduce combined sewer overflows to the Willamette River.

2. The Peninsular Force Main is part of the WSCSO Program and consists of a 30” and 48”sewer pipeline encased in a 108” steel casing pipe.  A portion of this pipeline crosses through UPRC property at milepost 2.850 of the Portland Subdivision/Branch.

3. Environmental Services desires to enter into an agreement with UPRC that allows access to said property to construct, maintain and operate the 30” and 48” Peninsular Force Main sewer pipeline crossing.  

4. The established cost is $37,100.00.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2004-05 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 14522110, Project Number 7361, Account No. 529000, Type of Work Code 39.

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to execute an agreement with Union Pacific Railroad Company attached as Exhibit A.

b. The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver a warrant payable to Union Pacific Railroad Company (Folder No. 02231-67) for $37,100.00 when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in executing this agreement will result in schedule delays on the project.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
