 ORDINANCE No.  179059
*Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with Portland Public Schools Multnomah County School District #1J to fund pilot program for food waste collection  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The City of Portland has adopted aggressive recycling goals that rely on increasing recycling in the commercial sector.

2. Commercial food waste makes up a significant portion of the commercial waste stream, and as much as 25% of the waste stream of the public schools.

3. In Resolution No.35729, passed on September 9, 1998, City Council directed the Solid Waste & Recycling Division to require certain commercial businesses to separate food waste for recycling as of July 1, 2001.

4. On January 31, 2005 Metro Central Transfer Station will be accepting commercial food and food soiled paper for reload, transfer and composting.

5. Portland Public Schools environmental staff have been training their pupils and staff to recycle food waste, and are planning to include food waste recycling in their upcoming bid for garbage and recycling services. They have requested City help to fund a short food waste collection pilot project. The purpose of the pilot is to gather data on the type and quantity of food scraps set aside in both the Central Kitchen and forty elementary schools of the Portland Public School system for a 5-week period commencing January 31 and ending March 5, 2005. In addition the project will provide information on the cost and mechanics of collection. The project may be extended by mutual consent of both parties.

6. The pilot is designed to last for a minimum of five weeks or may be extended for the remainder of the school year.

7. The data gathered in the pilot will be valuable to the Office of Sustainable Development to help assess the cost of collection and other issues facing larger institutions when moving to food waste collection.

8. The Office of Sustainable Development will commit a maximum of $26,000 to the pilot project. Funds in the current year are available in the Solid Waste Management Fund, FY 2004-2005 Budget, Office of Sustainable Development, Center Code, 155-20-034. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Director of the Office of Sustainable Development and the Auditor are hereby authorized to execute an agreement with the Portland Public Schools     Multnomah County School District #1J in the form attached to this ordinance as Exhibit A. 

b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Solid Waste Management Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2.
 The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in executing the agreement will cause delay in beginning the pilot project and collecting information on reducing the solid waste stream in benefit of the public welfare; therefore this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
