RE: Commercial Service Requirement letter for City of Portland un-metered Street Car Shelters.

Dear Mr. Williams:

This letter will provide a record of electrical service ownership and respon51b111ty for the StreetCar Shelters sites,
which will be installed at various locations throughout the Portland ‘Metro Area.

At the City of Portland’s request PGE has agreed to provide un-metered electric service to the Bureau of
Transportation’s StreetCar Shelters to power the electronic information boards. Based on PGE monitoring and
calculations the monthly KWH usage at each site is deemed to be 53 kWh.

Any future changes to the site’s load or controls that would increase or decrease the connected load or '
monthly consumption must be brought immediately to the attention of PGE. The City of Portland will allow
PGE access to the sites to verify loads. In the future, if the basis for this load estimate should change, PGE can
modify the calculations of the monthly KWH usage at its own discretion.

City of Portland’s design calls for a mixture of both overhead and underground connections. PGE will determine the
route and the City of Portland will provide all required trenching, conduit and wire, to a point acceptable to PGE.
Service connections will be made at either the nearest available PGE pole, at the nearest available PGE vault or
transformer pad, or at an approved connection point on the shelter.

Service Description
Portland General Electric (PGE) will provide electric service ata nommal voltage of 120 volts + 5%, single
phase.

Point of Connection
¢ Served from a pole, the point of connection will-be the line side of the splices to the customer S w1re,
. extending from the customer’s pole mounted weather head.
¢ Served from a vault or pad, the point of connection will be the line side of the spllces to the
customer’s wire, extending into the vault or under the pad.
L4 Served from a pedestal, the point of connectlon wnll be the line side lugs within the customer owned
pedestal.

Establishing a New Service
The City of Portland or it’s contractor will initiate the service request for each site by filling in the attached
form “Exhibit A” providing an acceptable site map, service address, PGE pole or vault number, and any
other required data. The address can be the nearest building address or an estimated street address.

Connecting People, Power and Possibilities
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System (WMS) number which should be used in any subsequent communications concerning that particular
site.

City of Portland will provide, install and maintain:

¢+ A 2" conduit to a point on a pole, in a vault, or under a pad acceptable to PGE.

* On pole installations: 1.57-2" conduit with a weather head at the neutral level with tails extending at least
12" inches. The location and height of the conduit and weather head will be determined by PGE.

* Served from a vault or pad: City of Portland will not be allowed access to a PGE vault or pad. PGE will

need to stand by while the conduit and wire is installed in the vault. PGE will allow %2 normal business
hour of crew time for on-site stand by. City of Portland will be charged for any stand by time
exceeding Y2 hour or for any overtime.

* Only a single customer owned conduit will be allowed on PGE poles. No junction boxes or any other
devices will be allowed on or in PGE facilities without specific written authorization from PGE.

PGE will provide, install, and maintain:

¢ 120 volt service to the point of connection.
3 PGE will splice the utility owned secondary conductors to the customer owned wire.
¢ PGE will provide necessary crew personnel to accommodate City of Portland’s access to any vault or pad

installation site.

PGE provided city permits:

When City of Portland is unable to get the proper permits allowing them to install underground lines in the right-of-

way PGE will provide the required permits under the following conditions:

¢ City of Portland will use PGE approved contractors for all right-of-way excavation and conduit work, and will
perform surface restoration to the applicable standards.

+  City of Portland will reimburse PGE for the cost of the permit plus a project-handling fee equal to 15% of the
permit cost.

+  City of Portland will provide to PGE an acceptable design drawing for the permit process.

+ City of Portland will maintain ownership of the conduit and conductors up to the point of connection as defined
above. City of Portland will be responsible for any future costs associated with these conduits or conductors.

Line Extension Allowance

City of Portland is responsible for PGE’s cost of any conductors, electrical equipment and the labor to install them.
However, PGE’s current line extension allowance (PGE Tariff Rule G), may offset the cost of some of the equipment
and installation required for your service. City of Portland is responsible for the costs at each site that exceeds
the maximum available line extension allowance.

Maximum available line extension allowance at each site is:

636 KWH * $0.102 (Sch 300) = $64.87

For the purposes of this project PGE will deem the line extension allowance adequate to cover the cost of inspections
and final connection given adequate existing service availability, single simple connection and during normal crew
times. PGE’s line extension allowance is subject to change. The line extension allowance in place at the time of
each installation will be applied to that service.

Service Connections and Pre-approval

Prior to the construction of each site, City of Portland or its contractor will meet on site with a qualified PGE
representative to determine an acceptable route and connection point. PGE will determine where City of Portland
can attach to an existing pole or vault. At certain locations the PGE representative may determine that a formal PGE
job must be initiated or that a permit is required. A PGE Service and Design Consultant will be assigned to design
and coordinate all such jobs. In the event that a formal job is needed City of Portland understands that service
installation will be delayed to allow for design and permitting. After a WMS number is assigned the number to
call to arrange a field visit with a service inspector is (503) 736-5450.
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The appropriate govemment electrical departmcnt must inspect and approve each new permanent service. Following
official government approval PGE will then mspect the servtce and followmg PGE approval, schedule a crew to
energize the new service, - , :

Rate Schedule

'The applicable schedule for the Street Car Shelters as descrlbed above, i8 the un-metered service option under Rate
Schedule 32. The monthly charge will be calculated in accordance to the tariff based on 53 kWh per month for a.
This tariff is subject to changes as approved by the Oregon Public Utility Commission (OPUC).

" PGE electric service is provrded in accordance thh PGE’S Tanff as approved by the OPUC and/or the Federal
Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC), as revised from. nme to time.: Servnce and rates are subject to all applicable
General Rules and Regulations contalned in the Tarlffs of PGE :

City of Portland is advised that the type and avallabillty of some servmes and assocnated charges may change,
including the provision of some components of electric service, which may be provided by other suppliers under
terms, and conditions that are not part of PGE”s Tariff. Nothing in this letter is intended to restrict or limit the City
of Portland’s customer service options, which are in accordance with, and available under PGE’s Tariff.

Either the City of Portland or PGE can ternﬁnate'this a‘greement,zupén thlrty days of written notice.
