Please describe the ordinance (history, background, and any other pertinent information):

The Senior Center Project is a granted program (with no match required) that began in FY 1983-84 and has been successfully run since through Portland Parks and Recreation, Senior Recreation Program. Clients are referred through Multnomah County Aging and Disabilities Services.

The Senior Center Project seeks to improve quality of life for its participants. This is achieved through assisting clients in maximizing their level of independence, integration and productivity within the aging service network. Clients are placed in a community based Loaves and Fishes/senior center site and provided with direct integration services and social skill development. Many clients volunteer at the Loaves and Fishes sites. They may also choose to take part in special interest activities and classes and attend community outings. As well as participating at the Loaves and Fishes, clients are assisted in personalized leisure and recreational pursuits.

NOTE: Just received county contract that enabled the submission of the SCP 04-05 ordinance. Although the contract was late in coming, Alicia Boris, Multnomah County DCHS Contract Specialist assured us that it would arrive. We have received full funding to date. The contract is retroactive to July 1, 2004.
