ORDINANCE No.  179126
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with Portland State University to provide services for the 

China - U.S. Sustainable Urban Planning and Design Training Program for the Chinese Ministry of Construction (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains: 

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. Sustainable urban planning and design is a key concern for the City of Portland (City) in 

general, and Bureau of Environmental Services and several other bureaus and programs in particular.

2.       The City of Portland is considered a leader in planning and sustainable urban development,   

both in the U.S. and abroad.

3.       The rapid economic growth of China is generating swift urbanization.  In light of this rapid 

urbanization, the Ministry of Construction, which sets the guidelines for planning and developing China’s urban environment, is facing the formidable task of designing a nationwide sustainable urban planning system that balances economic vitality, environmental quality and livability.  

4.      With nearly one-quarter of the world population and one-fifth the total landmass, the way in 

which China develops in the coming decades will affect areas far beyond the country’s borders. 

5.      The “China – U.S. Sustainable Urban Planning and Design” Training Program was conceived 

in December 2002 between the International Sustainable Development Foundation, the U.S. Secretariat of the China - U.S. Center for Sustainable Development and the Administrative Center for Rural and Urban Planning of China’s Ministry of Construction.

6.       The National Policy Consensus Center (NPCC) at Portland State University’s College of 

Urban and Public Affairs managed the first “China – U.S. Sustainable Urban Planning and Design” Training Program in 2004.  It was built upon the successful four-year-old “China - U.S. Sustainable Land Use” Training Program with the Ministry of Land and Resources and Portland State and the National Policy Consensus Center.

7.       The National Policy Consensus Center, Portland State University, and the City have mutual 

interests related to:

· The development and continuation of collaboration with other public agencies in addressing the challenges confronting urban and urbanizing areas

· The provision of opportunities for the mutual sharing of information 

· The provision of opportunities and support for staff to enhance their service to the community    

8.       The National Policy Consensus Center at Portland State University has asked the Bureau of 

Environmental Services to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement to allow one of its employees (Claire Puchy) to manage the June 2005 training program in “Sustainable Urban Planning and Design” for a delegation of 35 – 40 high-level officials from the Chinese Ministry of Construction.  

9.       Under an IGA between Portland State University and the City, BES shall: 

· Ensure close communication and coordination with staff from NPCC and the China – U.S. Center for Sustainable Development on all aspects of the Training Program

· Help plan the curriculum for the June 2005 Training Session including development of detailed schedules for each training session, in close coordination with the China – U.S. Center and NPCC

· Contact presenters, confirm availability, and clarify presentation content expectations

· Oversee staff who schedule room locations, AV equipment, and other technical support as needed

· Coordinate the on-the-ground activities and trouble-shoot as needed during each training session to ensure smooth implementation

· Participate in portions of the Training Session (e.g., attend reception, conduct orientation, introduce speakers, give a presentation)

· Collate and summarize evaluations for each session

10.       Portland State University will provide administrative support and will reimburse the City for 

City staff time, plus benefits and overhead at the rate of $ 52.09 per hour, not to exceed $8,500.  The City will provide some speakers from several bureaus, and waive room fees (if any City building rooms are needed for a portion of the training session).

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:


a.
The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services is authorized to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement (attached) with Portland State University for the purpose described in Section 1, total amount not to exceed  $ 8,500, to be paid to the City.

b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to accept payment for City staff time, benefits and overhead.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because the Portland State University’s National Policy Consensus Center and its Partner, the International Sustainable Development Foundation, have already scheduled the June 2005 training session, and the staff person who was responsible for the 2004 Training Program is not available to run the 2005 program.  The NPCC must begin developing the curriculum in March 2005, securing speakers and facilities, and scheduling the sessions immediately thereafter to avoid jeopardizing the commitment it has made with the Chinese Ministry of Construction.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
