INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT

An agreement between the City of Portland (CITY) acting by and through its Bureau of Environmental Services, hereafter called BES, and the State of Oregon acting by and through the Board of Higher Education on behalf of Portland State University, an institution of higher education in the State of Oregon (“University”).

I.
TERM
This Agreement shall become effective on the last date at which every part has signed, and shall expire, unless otherwise terminated or extended, on June 30, 2005.

II.
PURPOSE

The University through the National Policy Consensus Center (NPCC), wishes to obtain the assistance of BES’s Claire Puchy, for managing PSU’s Sustainable Land Use Training Program for China’s Ministry of Construction.

III.
STATEMENT OF WORK

· Ensuring close communication and coordination with staff from NPCC and the China-US Center for Sustainable Development (China-US Center) on all aspects of the training program

· Developing detailed schedules for each training session (approximately 35-40 participants per session), in close coordination with the China-US Center and NPCC 

· Contacting presenters, confirming availability, and clarifying presentation content expectations

· Overseeing staff who schedule room locations, AV equipment, and other technical support as needed

· Coordinating the on-the-ground activities and trouble-shooting as needed during each training session to ensure smooth implementation

· Collating and summarizing evaluations for each session
IV.
CONSIDERATION

The University shall pay BES up to $8500.00 for satisfactory performance of the work required under this agreement.  Payment shall be due within 30 calendar days after satisfactory completion of the work and the University’s receipt of BES’s invoice.  

V.
GENERAL PROVISIONS

A.  Project Managers

The University’s project manager for this agreement is Greg Wolf.  BES’s project manager for this agreement is Claire Puchy.  Project managers are authorized to exercise technical direction over the performance required by this agreement, but are not authorized to amend the agreement.  Amendments of the agreement must be accomplished through each party’s authorized representative in accordance with the modification provisions of this agreement.

B.  Law

This agreement is subject to Oregon law.  Venue shall be in Portland, Oregon.  The prevailing party shall be entitled to reasonable attorney fees at trial and on appeal, as awarded by a court of competent jurisdiction.

C.  Term

This agreement shall be effective on the date of the last signature and, unless terminated earlier pursuant to its terms or extended by written agreement, shall expire automatically on June 30, 2005.

D.  Termination

This agreement may be terminated by the mutual agreement of the parties or by either party upon 30 calendar days written notice to the other.  If this agreement is terminated before it expires, BES shall be entitled to reasonable compensation for work actually performed prior to termination.  If the parties cannot agree upon reasonable compensation, the compensation shall be prorated to and including the day the termination is effective.

E.  Modification

This agreement may be modified only by a written amendment signed by an authorized representative of each party.

F.  Indemnity

To the extent permitted by Oregon law, and subject to limits equal to those established under the Oregon Tort Claims Act, each party shall hold harmless, defend, and indemnify the other, and the other’s commissioners, officers, employees, and agents, against all claims, demands, actions, and suits arising in connection with this agreement from the negligence or other fault of the indemnifying party or that party’s commissioners, officers, employees, or agents.

G.  Subcontracting

BES shall not subcontract for the performance of any part of the work required under this agreement without the prior written consent of the University.  BES shall ensure that any subcontractors approved by the University are made subject to all provisions of this agreement.  Notwithstanding the University’s approval of a subcontract, the BES shall remain responsible for full performance under this agreement.

H.  Assignment Prohibited

Neither party may assign any interest in this agreement to another without the prior written consent of the other party.

I.  Entire Agreement

This agreement constitutes the parties’ entire agreement regarding the _______________, and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous agreements or communications regarding that subject.
