Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with Oregon Department of Transportation for the 82nd Avenue Intelligent Transportation System Project  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:





Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The goal of the 82nd Avenue Intelligent Transportation System (ITS) project is to improve traffic operations and safety in the 82nd Avenue corridor, NE/SE 82nd Avenue from NE Killingsworth to Flavel.

2. The project will include traveler information signs, additional vehicle detection, and closed circuit TV monitoring cameras at strategic points in the corridor.

3. The City staff will use these technologies and communications to monitor traffic conditions, relieve congestion, enhance safety, and to increase efficiency of the existing transportation system.

4. Construction costs for this project are funded with a Federal-Aid Surface Transportation Program (STP) grant for $ 550,000 with $63,000 (GTR) of local match required.   

5. Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) has prepared an Intergovernmental Agreement for approval and execution.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into an intergovernmental agreement with ODOT, similar in form to the agreement attached to the original of this ordinance, and by this reference made a part hereof.
