ORDINANCE No.  179760
Authorize working agreement with Toy & Joymakers, Inc. to provide toys for needy families at Christmas  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Toy & Joymakers, Inc. (T&J), is a not-for-profit organization that helps needy families by providing toys during Christmas.

2. T&J began in 1914 when a firefighter began fixing toys for needy children, and was officially created in 1926.

3. Because of its beginning, T&J has always been associated with firefighters, and is primarily managed by retired and off-duty firefighters from Portland Fire & Rescue (PF&R).

4. Because of the historical relationship with PF&R, and because of the benefits T&J provides the community, it is appropriate to formalize the  working agreement as attached in Exhibit A.

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. The Commissioner of Public Works and Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with Toy & Joymakers, Inc., in a form substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A.
