ORDINANCE No.  179761
Authorize agreement with Oregon Maritime Museum for storage of Personal Water Craft  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Portland Fire & Rescue (PF&R) has a Personal Water Craft (PWC) and needs an easily accessible storage facility on the water.

2. Oregon Maritime Museum (OMM) is currently located on the Willamette River Waterfront, near 55 SW Ash St.

3. OMM has space on its barge that is appropriate for storage of the PF&R PWC.

4. OMM has offered to allow PF&R to store its PWC on OMM’s barge, at no cost to the City. 

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. The Commissioner of Public Works and Fire Chief are hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with Oregon Maritime Museum in a form substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A.
