DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT SERVICES AGREEMENT

North Interstate MAX Light Rail Project

Amendment No. 2(A)

THIS Amendment is made and entered into as of the 31st day of December, 2004, by and between the Tri-County Metropolitan Transportation District of Oregon (“TriMet”) and the City of Portland (“City”).

RECITALS

A. In November 2000, the parties entered into a Design and Construction Management Services Agreement (“Agreement”) to document each party’s understandings and agreements relating to the design and construction phases of the full Interstate alignment commonly referred to as the North Interstate MAX Light Rail Project (“Interstate MAX Project”).

B. In May 2003, the parties amended the Agreement (“Amendment No. 1”) to clarify construction work elements, add additional City services and update the budget information.

C. TriMet has completed construction of the project and the parties are now in a closeout process. TriMet and the Bureau of Water Works have agreed to the increase the amount of reimbursement of expenses related to the relocation of waterline facilities. 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the above recitals and mutual promises contained herein, the parties agree as follows to these changes to the Agreement.

ARTICLE II – TERM

The Term of this Agreement shall be extended through December 31, 2005 unless otherwise terminated under the provisions of this Agreement.

ARTICLE III – TRIMET OBLIGATIONS

Modify the Article as follows:

Add the following Section:

T. TriMet will reimburse the City’s Bureau of Water Works for those eligible costs and services related to waterline relocation above the amount contained in the amended MOU between TriMet and BWW.  Total reimbursement will not to exceed $2,207,153, in accordance with the City’s final audited cost as shown in the correspondence attached as Exhibit L.

NO OTHER CHANGES.
WHEREFORE, the parties have agreed to the foregoing on the dates noted adjacent to their respective signatures.
