ORDINANCE  No.  179792
* Authorize lease for free office space for the Mayor’s Vision Project at 827 Oregon Square  (Ordinance)


The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The Vision Project is designed to engage the community in creating a shared vision for Portland future - - 30 years from now and beyond. 

2. To that end, the Project has sought free office space in order to be on the eastside and as accessible as possible.  Free office space has been donated in the Lloyd District. 
3. There will be expense to provide technical and phone linkages to the city systems.  Office furniture will be donated and the office will be short term--for the duration of the outreach phase of the project.  
4. Due to the community nature of this project,  available city office space does not meet the project needs.  This information is provided for your review in light of recent decisions Council has made to direct bureaus to occupy city-owned office space when possible.  
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Chief Administrator Officer, or his designee, is authorized to sign a lease agreement between the City of Portland and Lloyd District Properties Limited Partnership, owner of the property at 827 Oregon Square.  

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists in order that this lease and the resulting project can take effect without delay; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from after its passage by the Council.
