* Approve a Settlement Agreement between the City of Portland and the District Council of Trade Unions, International Union of Operating Engineers Local 710 to resolve a grievance, L/ER File No. 2004-099, regarding compensation for two employees of the Water Bureau  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. Representatives of the City and the DCTU have crafted a mutually satisfactory resolution to the above referenced grievance.


2. This settlement resolves the compensation dispute regarding two employees of the Water Bureau who pursued expanded transfer opportunities into Operating Engineer trainee positions.  However, when these employees completed the transfer, they were not compensated at a rate of pay in accordance with commitments communicated to them prior to the transfer.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
Approve the Settlement Agreement between the City and the DCTU/ International Union of Operating Engineers (IUOE) Local 710 to resolve the above referenced grievance.

b. By this ratification, the following employees shall be paid as follows to properly adjust the difference between what each employee was paid and what each employee should have been paid in accordance with the terms of  the Settlement Agreement
