
ORDINANCE No.  179804
Authorize agreement for acceptance of a donation of two riparian parcels from Port of Portland to the Bureau of Environmental Services for the Ramsey Refugia Habitat Enhancement Project  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. Water quality and watershed management is a key concern for the Portland region in general and the Bureau of Environmental Services in particular.

2. A proven practice to improve water quality, habitat, and restore native species is through revegetation, restoration and outreach.

3. The Bureau of Environmental Services provides revegetation, restoration and outreach services within the region to protect, enhance and preserve native habitat.
4. The City of Portland is committed to assisting with recovery of Endangered Species Act-listed Chinook salmon and steelhead trout, as stated in Resolution No. 35894.
5. The Ramsey Refugia Habitat Enhancement Project will provide critical refuge and rearing habitat for juvenile Chinook and coho salmon and steelhead trout within the City of Portland.
6. Acceptance of donation of two parcels (Tract K) from the Port of Portland is essential for implementation of the Ramsey Refugia Habitat Enhancement Project. 
7. The properties to be conveyed are:

8. BES has accepted responsibility for ongoing maintenance costs of the parcels under Exhibit A, B and C.  The Director of BES estimates that the ongoing maintenance costs will be $1,000 per year.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2005-06 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code [145-32-130], Project Number [8051].
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Director of Bureau of Environmental Services, or designee, is authorized to execute closing documents and all other necessary documents, once approved as to form by the City Attorney, accepting the property described in Exhibits A, B and C.


b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
