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Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement for $45,000 from Metro to help fund an outreach program to supports a standardized recycling system for multifamily complexes throughout Portland. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. Both the State of Oregon and the City of Portland have adopted aggressive waste reduction goals that rely on increasing recycling for all sectors- residential, multifamily and commercial.

2. Portland City Code, Section 17.102.180 requires multifamily complexes to recycle 50% of their waste. Apartment dwellers make up about 25% of the total population in Portland.

3. The Solid Waste and Recycling Administrative Rules mandate that all haulers will collect recyclables from multifamily complexes using a two-sort system by July 1, 2005.


4. Metro’s grant will help fund an outreach program that supports a standardized recycling system for multifamily complexes throughout Portland. This program will support several outreach strategies that provided recycling and waste prevention education to tenants, property owners and managers of multifamily complexes.


5. This project will increase the number of materials collected at multifamily complexes citywide from five items to 13. The separation of glass from paper recycling will reduce contamination during processing, at the same time that recycling will be significantly simplified for multifamily tenants by allowing non-glass recyclables to be commingled. Furthermore, the standardization will allow for streamlined education at multifamily complexes citywide, reducing the learning curve associated with high tenant turnover.


6. Metro has committed $45,000 for this project. The Office of Sustainable Development will providing matching funding in the amount of $115,388 in the form of an 1 FTE, an existing contract to perform field work and misc. outreach material development. This money is included in the FY 2005/06 Solid Waste and Recycling adopted budget.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Commissioner of Public Affairs and the Auditor are authorized to execute an intergovernmental agreement for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $45,000.
