ORDINANCE NO.  179830
*Approve an Intergovernmental Agreement with Washington County Sheriff’s Office to allow Washington County Deputies to attend Police Bureau police vehicle operations training  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The Police Bureau (Bureau) holds training classes for its officers in police vehicle operations (PVO).  Officers of other jurisdictions also need this training.

2. The Bureau is willing to provide PVO training to officers of other jurisdictions.

3. The Washington County Sheriff and the Police Bureau have agreed to allow Washington County Deputies to attend Portland PVO training.  Washington County will provide instructors and vehicles for their personnel.  The Police will provide one or more officers at overtime rates for the instruction.

4. This agreement shall become effective January 1, 2006 and terminate December 31, 2006 or upon completion.  Either party may terminate the agreement with 30 days written notice.

NOW, therefore, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into the agreement between Washington County and the City as detailed in the attached intergovernmental agreement.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement will unnecessarily deprive the Washington County Sheriff and the City of the mutual benefits of this agreement; therefore this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
