1. Additional work was necessary as described in the Scope of Work as follows:

J.E.I. Metallurgical, Inc examined the Glock barrels sent by the Portland Police Bureau and discovered fracture progression.  Additional testing was required to determine the case of the fractures.  This was communicated to Police Lieutenant Mike Leloff who authorized continued testing.  J.E.I. Metallurgical continued the examination in the attempt to discover the root cause of the failures and focused on microstructural and/or design and/or manufacturing defect.  This required more lab time and focus on the report due to the possible consequences for the City of Portland.

2. Additional compensation is necessary and shall not exceed $  20,036  .

All other terms and conditions shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect.

Total payment is in final acceptance of all service and payment therefore under this contract.
