
ORDINANCE No.  179833
* Accept a grant award from the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality 319 grant program in the amount of $30,000 to supplement stormwater management work at the Washington Park / Oregon Zoo Parking Lot  (Ordinance)


The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. Water quality and watershed management is a key concern for the Portland Region.

2. To improve water quality, habitat, and restore native plant, aquatic and terrestrial species, the Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) works to reduce impervious surfaces and improve stormwater management. 

3. The Upper Tanner Creek water quality and non-point source pollution reduction partnership will install facilities to treat and convey stormwater from the Upper Tanner Basin directly into the Willamette River. Specifically, the partnership will retrofit the Washington Park / Oregon Zoo parking lot by installing lined bioswales between every other parking row in the southern lot. In order to accommodate the bioswales, some sidewalk, curbing and a foot of pavement from each stall length on each row will be removed to provide a 6-foot wide bioswale planting area.

4. The Oregon Department of Environmental Quality, through the 319 grant program, wishes to invest $30,000 for this project. Grant match includes cash in the amount of $272, 930 and in-kind staff time from BES valued at $12,600  (in approved budget and five year plans).  

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a.
The Mayor is hereby authorized to accept a grant award from the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality in the amount of $30,000 to supplement stormwater management work at the Oregon Zoo Parking Lot. (Ordinance) 
Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because to delay accepting these funds would deprive citizens of the benefits these grant funds will provide; therefore this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
