ORDINANCE No.  179837
Amend Intergovernmental Agreement with Port of Portland to provide development and project management of the East Columbia-US 30 Bypass Connector Project East End Connector  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 51093)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. By Ordinance 172708, passed by Council on September 23, 1998, the City of Portland and Port of Portland entered into an Intergovernmental Agreement for reconnaissance study, project development, and preliminary and final engineering for the East End Connector Project. The Port of Portland provided $2,000,000 in funding for these activities.

2. The amendment provides additional funds for construction of the project if the lowest responsive bidder exceeds the engineer's final estimate.  

3. The Port of Portland and the City of Portland agree to provide an additional $457,680 in additional funds by the second quarter of calendar year 2007.  

NOW, THERFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Commissioner of Public Utilities and the Auditor are hereby authorized to execute an amendment to Contract No. 51093 with the Port of Portland, similar in form to the amendment attached to the original of this Ordinance, and by reference made part hereof.
