Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with Oregon Department of Transportation to establish a construction and maintenance agreement for a water quality swale on State owned land  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:





Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. 
The 2001 Oregon Transportation Investment Act provided funding for the partial replacement of the NE 33rd Ave Bridge over Lombard Street and Union Pacific Railroad as defined in State Agreement No.19475, authorized by Ordinance No.176702, and executed by the City of Portland (City) on July 17, 2002. 

2. 
The Project is funded 100% by the 2001 Oregon Transportation Investment Act.


3. 
The City has a need to construct a water quality swale in connection with the partial bridge replacement project.  There is suitable land owned by the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) adjacent to the project.

4. 
The City and ODOT have discussed and agreed to the terms and obligations under the agreement.

5.  
ODOT has prepared an Agreement for City approval and execution.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. 
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into a Intergovernmental Agreement with the Oregon Department of Transportation, similar in form to the agreement attached to this ordinance, and by this reference made a part hereof.
