ORDINANCE NO.  179840
Authorize application to Federal Emergency Management Agency for a $3,000,000 Pre-Disaster Mitigation Grant to replace the Sandy River Crossing with an underground tunnel  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 compliant Mitigation Plan was approved by Council by Resolution # 36277 as amended December 09, 2004.

2. Concurrently the State Office of Emergency Management and the Federal Emergency Management Agency approved the elements of the plan, thereby allowing the City to be eligible for pre- and post-disaster mitigation funds.   

3. Portland Office of Emergency Management is acting as the signatory and submitting authority for the grants in a web based E-mail grant process, and will approve the submittal of requests to the State.

4. The Bureau of Water Works is applying to replace the bridge-supported Sandy River Crossing with an underground tunnel.  The construction will significantly reduce the vulnerability of Conduits 2 and 4 to landslide, flooding and earthquake.  
5. The grant requires a 25% match which will be provided in the form of personal services, materials and services already budgeted in the Bureau of Water Works CIP Program.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That the Mayor, the Portland Office of Emergency Management, and Bureau of Water Works are authorized to apply for the Pre-Disaster Mitigation grant funding.
