
ORDINANCE No. 179844 AS AMENDED 
* Amend Property Tax Exemption for New Transit Supportive Residential and Mixed Use Development and Property Tax Exemption for New Multiple-Unit Housing, to change the sunset date to be consistent with the date in the State enabling statutes  (Ordinance; amend Code Chapters 3.103 and 3.104)  

The City of Portland ordains: 

Section 1.     The Council finds that:

1. The City of Portland has adopted two multifamily property tax exemption programs for residential and mixed-use development to carry out its housing and community development goals.  

2. These two programs are enabled by the same State statutes, Oregon Revised Statutes 307.600 – 307.691, Multiple Unit Housing.

3. The City adopted the New Multiple-Unit Housing program (NMUH) in 1975 to provide an incentive for the construction of new multifamily housing in the city’s core as called for in the Downtown Plan of 1972.  The regulations for this program are found in Chapter 3.104 of the City Code.
4. City Council adopted ordinance 179693 on October 19, 2005 directing City staff not to accept any new applications for the New Multiple-Unit Housing program for 180 days.  Extending the sunset date of this program will not change the Council’s decision to not accept new applications. 

5. City Council is extending the date of the New Multiple Unit Housing so that it can kept its commitment to provide a tax  exemption to a project that that has been approved for a tax exemption in 2004 but that has not yet completed construction. 

6. Extending the sunset date of this ordinance does not signal that the City will accept new applications under the New Multiple Unit Housing program or that City Council will approve any pending applications for a tax exemption under this program.

7. The City adopted the New Transit Supportive Residential or Mixed Use Development program in 1996 to encourage the development of high-density housing and mixed-use projects affordable to a broad range of the general public on vacant or underutilized sites within walking distance of light rail or fixed route transit service, and to enhance the effectiveness of the light rail or fixed route transit system.  The regulations for this program are found in Chapter 3.103 of the City Code.
8. The sunset date for both programs in City Code Chapters 3.103 and 3.104 is January 1, 2006.  This is the sunset date that is in the enabling statutes ORS 307.600-307.691.
9. The 2005 Oregon Legislature passed Senate Bill 839 that extends the sunset date in the enabling statutes, ORS 307.600 – 307.691, until January 1, 2012.  This bill becomes effective January 1, 2006.
10. Exhibit A attached to this ordinance changes the sunset date in Chapters 3.103 and 3.104 to be consistent with the new sunset date of January 1, 2012 in the State authorizing statutes that will become effective January 1, 2006.
11. On December 14, 2005, City Council held a hearing on the changes to Chapter 3.103 and Chapter 3.104 included in Exhibit A attached to this ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:  
Section 1:

a.
Chapter 3.103 of the City Code is amended as shown in Exhibit A.  

b. Chapter 3.104 of the City Code is amended as shown in Exhibit A
Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because a delay in enactment of this ordinance will leave a period of time when the programs for which the sunset date will be extended would be expired, therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
