ORDINANCE No.  179847
*Authorize acceptance of donation of a parcel of land from Michael and Joan Madden for property contiguous to Forest Park  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council Finds:

1. Michael and Joan Madden, (Grantors) have offered to donate a parcel of land contiguous to Forest Park in northwest Portland to the City of Portland  (Grantee).

2. The property is a 0.1 Acre parcel of land located at 3323 NW Luray Terrace in Portland, Oregon and more particularly described and shown on Exhibit A, attached to this Ordinance (“Property”).

3. Acceptance of the Property by the City will provide the potential to access Forest Park from public right-of-way.  Portland Parks and Recreation (“Parks”) has determined that the public will benefit from adding this parcel of land to Forest Park and that this is in the public interest for the general benefit and use of the City of Portland.

4. Park operation and maintenance costs for adding this Property to the City’s Park inventory would be minimal and the Director of Parks determines that the O&M can be accomplished at the current funding levels. 

5. Closing costs related to accepting the property are estimated to be less than $500 and Park SDC revenue is available to fund these expenses.

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs that:

a.
The Commissioner of Public Affairs, or in his absence the Mayor, is authorized to execute deed for the acceptance of the donation of land, substantially represented by Exhibit B, and all other documents necessary to complete the transaction once approved as to form by the City Attorney; 

b.
The Commissioner of Public Affairs shall direct Parks to deposit an estimated $500 in closing costs into an escrow account established for the purpose of acquisition of the Property; and

c.
The Director of Parks is directed to add the Property to the City’s natural area park inventory, and to manage and maintain the site for the general benefit and use of the City of Portland.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the Grantors’ offer of donation is contingent upon transferring the Property to the City before the end of December 2005, now; therefore, this Odinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage by Council.
