*Change expiration date of drug-free zone Chapter to September 30, 2007 (Ordinance; amend Code Section 14B.20.020)

The City of Portland Ordains:

Section 1:
The Council finds:

1. City Code Chapter 14B.20 allows Council to designate, by ordinance, drug-free zones under Section 14B.20.020.  The current drug-free zone Chapter is valid for a period of one year.  The Chapter became effective on April 14, 2006, and by operation of Section 14B.20.020, expires on April 14, 2007.

2. The Police Bureau, City Attorney and Office of the Mayor, in coordination with affected communities and interest groups and the Exclusion Zone Oversight Group, are gathering information, studying the operation of the exclusion zones and working on amendments to Code Chapter 14B.20 to improve the effectiveness of the drug-free zones. The amendments will be ready for City Council consideration in September, 2007, after the current drug-free zone Chapter expires.
3. The public safety, health and welfare would be served by extending the sunset date of the currently-authorized drug-free zone code until September 30, 2007, so that there is no gap in the existence and operation of the drug-free zones while the City studies the zones and develops amendments to Chapter 14B.20.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. Code Section 14B.20.020, Designation Of Drug-Free Zones, is amended as follows:
A.  If the City Council designates an area meeting the criteria of Section 14B.20.010 of this Code to be a drug-free zone, Council shall do so by ordinance.  The designation shall be valid for a period of three (3) years. 

B.  The office of the Chief of Police of the Portland Police Bureau is directed to report to City Council at least ninety (90) days before the end of the period referred to in section 14B.20.020 A., as to whether there is a need to  re-configure the drug-free zones enumerated in 14B.20.070.

C.  This Chapter, and the procedures and exercise of exclusion authority it contains, are valid for a period of one (1) year following Council adoption until September 30, 2007.

D.  The office of the Chief of Police of the Portland Police Bureau is directed to report to City Council at least ninety (90) days before the end of the one (1) year period expiration of this Chapter as to whether there is a need to re-authorize this Chapter. 
b.  All Bureaus are to provide all needed support to the Exclusion Zone Oversight Group.

c.  The Exclusion Zone Oversight Group will continue its work and report to Council by July 30, 2007 on these topics: 
1. Whether the exclusion zone boundaries and the criteria used to create them properly define and address neighborhood problems. 

2. Whether the review and appeal processes are effective in protecting against erroneous exclusions.

3. Whether Portland’s peace officers have used the exclusion tool effectively and fairly.  

4. Whether zone enforcement supports, or can be modified to support, broader efforts to address root causes of drug and prostitution crime.

5. Whether the City should begin additional efforts to address drug and prostitution crime. 

6. Whether Zone enforcement results in unlawful discrimination.

7. Whether zone enforcement has a positive effect on neighborhood livability.

8. Whether the Zone Code should be changed or renewed.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because of the need to ensure that the Code will continue to effectively meet and protect the interests of the City, the public and the person excluded; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
