COLLECTION AGREEMENT

between

CITY OF PORTLAND WATER BUREAU

and

USDA FOREST SERVICE, MT. HOOD NATIONAL FOREST

This Collection Agreement is made and entered into by and between the City of Portland Water Bureau, hereinafter referred to as the Bureau, and the USDA Forest Service, Mt. Hood National Forest, hereinafter referred to as Forest Service, under the provisions of the Granger-Thye Act of April 24, 1950, P.L. 81-478, 16 U.S.C. 572.

I.
PURPOSE:

The agreement will provide lookout services under a contract to the Hickman Butte Lookout Tower.  The purpose of these services is to detect and report smokes or fires, to monitor radio traffic and forward radio messages, take, record, and report weather conditions within and adjacent to the Mt Hood National Forest.  The Contractor shall furnish all labor, equipment, supervision, transportation, supplies, except those designated as Government-furnished, and incidentals to perform all work specified herein.  Minor facilities maintenance may be performed by the Contractor using Government supplies and equipment.  This is a performance based service contract and the contractor shall be in compliance with all established standards and requirements of this contract to be successful.

Definitions for the Protection Unit:

(a) "Detect and report wildfires" shall mean visual surveillance for smoke and lightning strikes, recording their location and reporting them to the Ranger District or Mt Hood Dispatch according to the established standards.  This includes continual and systematic surveillance and properly plotting, recording, and reporting fires or possible fires.

(b) "Monitor and forward radio messages" shall mean remaining close to the radio and recording all incoming and outgoing messages in the radio log.  The Government-furnished radio shall not be used by the Contractor for personal purposes except in case of emergency.  The radio will remain on and audible while the site is occupied by the Contractor so that the Government can establish contact at any time if needed.

The lookout will also be provided with radio communications for other Forest Co-operators to report wildfires, forward radio messages and suspected game or other violations.

(c) "Take, record and report weather conditions" shall mean taking readings from weather instruments as required and reporting the readings to the requesting Forest or State Office.

(d) "Lookout tower" or "lookout site" means the lookout structure and the geographic location.

(e) "Lookout" means the person who performs the services.

(f) "Minor facilities maintenance" may include, but should not be limited to:  cleaning, sanding, and painting.  All other maintenance needs will be reported to the CO.

In consideration of the above premises, the parties hereto agree as follows:

II.
THE BUREAU SHALL:

1.
Make payment to USDA Forest Service, P.O. Box 894183, Los Angeles, CA  90189-4183 as requested by the Forest Service to cover the bureau's share of contract cost shown in annual Exhibit.  The amount of advance payment is not to exceed the annual totals shown in each annual Exhibit without prior written modification, signed and dated by all parties.
2.
Pay an estimated 75% of the contract costs, up to a maximum of $12,000 per year.

3.
TAXPAYER IDENTIFICATION NUMBER. The Bureau shall furnish their tax identification number upon execution of this instrument.  The Bureau’s TIN is:  93-6002236.

4.
DUNS NUMBER The cooperator shall furnish their DUNS number upon execution of this instrument. You may obtain a DUNS number by contacting Dun and Bradstreet at 800-234-3867 or 866-794-1580.  A DUNS number will be provided immediately by telephone at no charge.  The Bureau’s DUNS number is:  797968682.
III.
THE FOREST SERVICE SHALL:

1. Provide on an annual basis, the work outlined in each pertinent annual Exhibit.  

2. Provide bills for collection to the Bureau on an annual basis to cover work planned to be completed during that year documenting relevant labor, expenses, and contractor transactions.  See Section IV. Item 11.
3.
Pay an estimated 25% of the contract costs, not subject to a maximum.  Administrative costs of contract administration will be borne by the Forest Service.
4.
Provide reports to the Bureau on a monthly basis during the fire season.  The reports will be provided within three weeks of the date that the contractor's invoices are paid.
IV.
IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED AND UNDERSTOOD BY AND BETWEEN THE PARTIES THAT:
1.
This agreement will have no effect on the provisions and clauses of the special use authorization.

2.
By agreeing to fund Forest Service activities, the Bureau is not made a party to contracts between the Forest Service and others.

3.
FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT (FOIA).  Any information furnished to the Forest Service under this agreement is subject to the Freedom of Information Act (5 USC 552).

4.
MODIFICATION.  Modifications within the scope of the agreement shall be made by mutual consent of the parties, by the issuance of a written modification, signed and dated by all parties, prior to any changes being performed.

5.
LEGAL AUTHORITY.  The Bureau has the legal authority to enter this agreement, and the institutional, managerial and financial capability (including funds sufficient to pay nonfederal share of project costs) to ensure proper planning, management and completion of the project.

6.
PARTICIPATION IN SIMILAR ACTIVITIES.  This agreement in no way restricts the Forest Service or the Bureau from participating in similar activities with other public or private agencies, organizations, and individuals.

7.
COMMENCEMENT/EXPIRATION DATE.  This agreement is executed as of the date of last signature and is effective through December 31, 2011, at which time it will expire unless extended.
8.
REFUNDS.  Contributions authorized for use by the Forest Service, which are not spent or obligated for the projects approved under this instrument, will be refunded to the Bureau or authorized for use for new projects by the Bureau.  If the Bureau's share of the costs turned out to be less than the $12,000 that is paid in advance, the difference shall either be refunded or carried over to the next fiscal year at the discretion of the Bureau.
9.
TERMINATION.  Any of the parties, by notice in writing delivered to the other party, may terminate the agreement in whole, or in part, at any time before the date of expiration. No parties shall incur any new obligations for the terminated portion of the agreement after the effective date and shall cancel as many obligations as possible.  Full credit shall be allowed for each Party's expenses and all non-cancelable obligations properly incurred up to the effective date of termination.  In the event of any termination of this agreement there will be an accounting of costs, expenses and reimbursements so that Forest Service may be compensated for any costs incurred prior to termination.
