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ORDINANCE No. 181550
*Authorize a contract with West Yost Associates for engineering services for the Outfall 27 / Sellwood Combined Sewer Overflow Control Project No. 8467  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) has need of a consulting engineering firm to perform professional engineering services for the Outfall 27 / Sellwood CSO Control project, Project No. 8467.
2.
The consultant selection has been conducted in accordance with Chapter 5.68 of the Code of the City of Portland.  The consultant selection committee recommends that West Yost Associates be retained to perform the required professional engineering services.
3.
The level of confidence in the negotiated cost for the proposed PTE Agreement with West Yost Associates is high.   Exhibit A, the Statement of Work and Payment Schedule included in the agreement contains a detailed description of the scope of professional services to be provided, with negotiated budget amounts assigned to each specific task included in the scope of work


4.
The established cost is $ 927,435.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2007-08 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-22-110, Project Number 8467, Account No. 521000.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to execute a contract with West Yost Associates for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $ 927,435.


b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because this project is an element of the Willamette River CSO Control Program that must be designed, constructed, and placed into operation no later than December 1, 2011 to meet the ASFO schedule requirements.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
