ORDINANCE NO. 181556
Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with Portland State University to conduct a study of the safety climate of the Portland Water Bureau  (Ordinance)

 

The City of Portland ordains:
 

Section 1.  The Council finds:

 

1.   The City of Portland Water Bureau funds programs to help improve safety behavior in the workplace for the purpose of improving the safety climate within the bureau.  

 

2. It is the Portland Water Bureau’s desire to conduct a study of the safety climate to focus on work-family conflict with the goal of mitigating barriers, improving safety behavior, and to better understand the safety behavior relating to these components. 
3. Portland State University’s Department of Psychology researches and studies work-family conflict and the relationship to the safety climate in workplace organizations.  

4. The Portland Water Bureau seeks to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement, attached as Exhibit A, for these services.  Portland State University is best suited to provide services to conduct the study and can provide these services without delay.
5. Portland State University will work with focus groups to identify and evaluate results, review findings with bureau staff, develop self-monitoring, conduct follow up evaluations to track changes in behaviors, and identify and elaborate on next steps which may include development and delivery of training for managers and supervisors. 
6. The total cost for services provided by Portland State University may fluctuate per fiscal year.  The current estimate per fiscal year is $8,000.  The Intergovernmental Agreement will not exceed $40,000 for the five year term of the agreement. 
7. Funding for this project is included in the Bureau’s FY 2007-08 Budget and will be requested in the FY 2008-09 through FY 2011-12 Budgets.
NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

 

a. The City of Portland Water Bureau Administrator and Auditor are authorized on behalf of the City of Portland to execute an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Portland State University in a form in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A.

b. The Portland Water Bureau Administrator and Auditor hereby are authorized to pay for said agreement in the FY 2007-08 through FY 2011-12, Account 529000, Center Code 18030138.  
c. Amendments increasing the total compensation to the Intergovernmental Agreement may be agreed to and executed by the Portland Water Bureau Administrator up to twenty-five percent of the total agreement amount. Any increase exceeding twenty-five percent of the total compensation would need City Council approval.
