Authorize a three-year contract with Trashco Services, Inc., with an option to extend for two additional years for refuse removal and recycling services at an initial yearly cost not to exceed $1,000,000 (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1: The Council finds:

1. City Bureaus require regular refuse removal and recycling services to be performed on an annual basis at various locations throughout the City.  Individual Bureaus have a variety of pick-up and recycling requirements.  

2. Over the years, City Bureaus have been obtaining refuse removal services on an individual basis with little or no way to contain costs, standardize requirements, or include a coordinated recycling plan as part of the service.

3. As part of the City’s Strategic Sourcing and Sustainability Programs, the Bureau of Purchases worked with the Office of Sustainable Development, the Office of Management and Finance - Facilities Services, and the Parks Bureau to combine the needs of City Bureaus to include not only refuse removal but a coordinated plan for recycling services as well.

4. Estimated cost of the contract is $1,000,000 per year with a total 3 year cost estimate of $3,000,000.  
5. The initial term of the proposed contract will be for a period of three years with the option to extend an additional two years.  
6. Costs for each location will be funded from the individual Bureau’s adopted budget for each fiscal year.  
7. The Bureau of Purchases seeks the Council’s authorization to enter into a Contract for Refuse Removal and Recycling Services for approximately $1,000,000 per year by adoption of this Ordinance.  

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Purchasing Agent to execute a Contract on behalf of the City to the highest ranked proposer for the purposes as identified in Section 1. 

b. If it is determined to be in the best interest of the City to extend the Contract for an additional two years, authority is granted to the Purchasing Agent to extend the term of the Contract for up to an additional 2 year period for an estimated amount of up to $2,000,000. 

c. The Purchasing Agent and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver check(s) payable to Trashco Services, Inc., chargeable to the appropriate authorization and accounting center when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.

Section 2.   The Council declares that an emergency exists because the coordinated refuse removal and recycling services described under this project need to begin as quickly as possible in order to enhance sustainability for the City and stabilize and standardize prices the City pays for refuse collection and recycling services.  Therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
