ORDINANCE NO. 181561
*Accept tax-foreclosed property from Multnomah County for park and recreation purposes (Ordinance).
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Multnomah County (County) offers tax-foreclosed properties to jurisdictions within its boundaries if the properties can be put to public use.  

2. Portland Parks and Recreation staff reviewed a recent list of available tax-foreclosed properties and determined that one (1) parcel, Tax Lot R248041 near Woods Memorial Natural Area (the Property), is suitable for city park and recreation natural area use for the benefit of the public.
3. Portland Parks and Recreation determined that the City's acceptance of the Property will benefit the City of Portland park system, and is in the public interest for the general benefit and use by the people of the City of Portland. 

4. The Director of Parks estimates the on-going annual cost for maintenance of the Property is minimal and can be accommodated with existing Bureau resources, therefore, no O&M budget increase is requested for this acquisition. 
5. There is no monetary consideration to the County for acquisition of the Property.  Should the Property be used for something other than park and recreation natural area purposes, title will revert to the County.
6. The Director of Parks recommends that the City formally accept title to the Property and designate it as Natural Area, to be managed by Portland Parks and Recreation. 
NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs that:

a. The Director of Parks and Recreation is authorized to accept ownership of the Property and to execute all documents necessary to transfer the parcel once approved as to form by the City Attorney; and

b.  The Property will be designated Natural Area, will be added to the City’s Natural Area park inventory, and will be managed by Portland Parks and Recreation in accordance with policies and procedures applicable to City Natural Areas.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the offer to acquire these parcels is limited by time and delay would prevent the completion of the land acquisition; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage by Council.
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
