Ordinance No. 181566
Authorize a five year Intergovernmental Agreement with Clark Regional Emergency Services Agency for City and CRESA public safety users to utilize their respective 800MHz radio systems for mutual aid radio communications  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The City provides public safety communications, dispatch and call taking operations for the City, Multnomah County and other regional governments.
2. Clark Regional Emergency Services Agency (CRESA) and the City have constructed and are operating separate 800MHz trunked public safety radio systems. 
3. CRESA and the City want to allow their respective 800MHz radio systems public safety users to communicate using each other’s system.
4. The intergovernmental agreement (IGA) between the City and CRESA will provide mutual benefits.  The connectivity will be provided at no cost to either party or its users for the term of the agreement.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into an IGA with CRESA in a form substantially in accordance with the contract attached as Exhibit A.

b. The Chief Administrative Officer is authorized to execute amendments to this agreement on behalf of the City.
