ORDINANCE NO.  181567
*  Amend an Intergovernmental Agreement with TriMet for Transit Police Services  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 52486)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The TriMet Transit Police Division includes sworn officers from the City of Beaverton, City of Gresham, City of Tigard, City of Milwaukie, Multnomah County and Washington County.  

2. Ordinance 179499, passed by Council on August 17, 2005, which authorized Intergovernmental Agreement 52486, was recorded August 30, 2005, between TriMet and the City of Portland (Portland).  The purpose of the Agreement is to have the Transit Police Division, operated and administered by the Portland Police Bureau.  TriMet, through Portland, compensates each of the jurisdictions for the officer assigned to the Transit Police Division. 

3. TriMet entered into a ground lease with the Port of Portland effective September 17, 2007 for the use of certain premises to house explosives storage magazines in support of TriMet’s training requirements to maintain U.S. Department of Homeland Security, Transportation Security Administration (“TSA”) certification for K-9 units.  Transit Police Division personnel as designated by TriMet and TSA will be authorized to access and utilize the premises for purpose of TriMet’s K-9 unit training in accordance with the Lease terms.
4. Transit Police personnel, with respect to activities relating to the premises located at the Port of Portland, are subject to and shall comply with all provisions and requirements of the ground lease that TriMet entered into with the Port of Portland, the terms of which are incorporated into and made part of this Agreement, and specifically any obligations of TriMet as Lessee.
5. The signatures authorizing the Amendment for TriMet are forthcoming.

6. The Amendment to the Agreement has no financial impact to the City of Portland.
NOW, therefore, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor, City Auditor and Transit Police Commander are hereby authorized execute the attached Amendment to Intergovernmental Agreement 52486 between TriMet and the City of Portland.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement will unnecessarily deprive TriMet, and the City of Portland of the mutual benefits of this Amendment to this Agreement; therefore this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
