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ORDINANCE No. 181569
*Authorize a contract with Moore Excavation, Inc. and provide for payment for the construction of SE 1st and Oak Emergency Sewer Replacement Project No. 8817  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
Combined sewer outfall pipe at SE 1st Ave and Oak St suffered a collapse. Temporary flow bypass has been installed to protect public health and safety.

2.
Environmental Services has prepared plans and specifications to replace the collapsed sewer. Emergency procurement procedures have begun with Moore Excavation, Inc. to ensure rapid response to this emergency.

3.
The Bureau of Environmental Services requires the furnishing of materials and labor for this project.


4.
The established contract cost is expected to not exceed $1,500,000 (high level of confidence:  optimal level of confidence could not be achieved due to the emergency nature of the project). Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2007-08 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-22-110, Project Number 8817, Account No. 567000.

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to execute a time and materials contract with Moore Excavation, Inc. for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount to not exceed $1,500,000.


b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because the unforeseen collapse of the sewer at SE 1st & Oak threatens public health and safety. Work to replace the sewer must begin immediately to return the sewer to service and reduce costly bypass operations. Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
