ORDINANCE No. 181572
*Amend Intergovernmental Agreement with the Oregon Department of Transportation to provide funding for the two-year plant and tree establishment and maintenance for the Sandy Boulevard Resurfacing and Streetscape project.  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 52001)

The City of Portland ordains:


Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The Oregon Transportation Commission on January 16, 2002, approved allocation of 2001 Oregon Transportation Investment Act (OTIA) funds for the pavement preservation and streetscape improvement project along US 30 Business (Sandy Boulevard) from 13th to 47th Avenues.

2.
On June 4, 2003, Portland City Council approved Ordinance No. 177516 to allow the City’s Office of Transportation (PDOT) to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) to provide funding for the Sandy Boulevard project.  This project was funded with $7,901,742 OTIA funds and $303,000 of City match funds and included the jurisdictional of US 30 Business (Sandy Boulevard) from ODOT to the City of Portland.  

4.
This amendment will extend the project completion date to November 19, 2009 to allow for the standard two-year plant and tree establishment period. 
5.
The Portland Office of Transportation has an Inter-Agency Agreement with Portland Parks and Recreation to provide plant and tree inspection and two-year establishment and maintenance of the street trees, swales and median island. 

6.
The Inter-Agency Agreements for this work total an amount not to exceed $92,500.  Portland Parks and Recreation will invoice Portland Office of Transportation for work performed quarterly.  This work will be reimbursed by Oregon Department of Transportation with OTIA funds through this IGA amendment.
7.
The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimates for this project is moderate.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Commissioner-in-Charge and the Auditor are hereby authorized to amend the Intergovernmental Agreement with the Oregon Department of Transportation, similar in form to the agreement attached to this ordinance and by this reference made a part hereof. 
b.
The Auditor is authorized to return the amended Agreement to the Oregon Department of Transportation, 123 NW Flanders Street, Portland, Oregon 97205, ATTN:  Robyn Bassett.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in this amendment will result in suspension of maintenance of the stormwater swales along Sandy Boulevard; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
