ORDINANCE No. 181573
*Authorize contract with H.W. Lochner, Inc., to provide survey and mapping services for the West Burnside / Couch Project.  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section1.  The Council finds:
1. On April 11, 2007, Portland City Council adopted the “West Burnside / Couch Alternatives Report” and authorized the Portland Office of Transportation (PDOT) to begin preliminary engineering (Resolution No. 36499).  It further directed PDOT to develop cost estimates and a funding strategy that will be reviewed by Council upon completion of 35% preliminary engineering.
2. Development of preliminary engineering drawings and a high confidence level cost estimate will require accurate site and topographic conditions and base maps.  The West Burnside / Couch Project area to be surveyed is along West Burnside from NW 2nd Avenue to NW 24th Place and along NW Couch from NW2nd Avenue to NW Trinity Place.  
3. On October 25, 2007, the PDOT issued a Request for Proposals for professional and technical services for survey and mapping support for this project.  Proposals were received and evaluated.  H.W. Lochner, Inc., was selected as the most qualified proposer.  Negotiations for the Statement of Work, project schedule and fee are complete. 
4.
The Contract with H.W. Lochner, Inc. is in the amount not to exceed $359,507.00 for performance of tasks and deliverables identified in the Contract.
5. The Contract Scope of Work is attached as an exhibit to the Contract authorization.  

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Commissioner-in-Charge and City Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into a contract with H.W. Lochner, Inc., substantially in accordance with the Contract attached to the original of this Ordinance, and by reference made a part hereof.

b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver checks payable to H.W. Lochner, Inc., chargeable to the Transportation Fund.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because a delay in proceeding with survey tasks will result in significant impacts to the budget and schedule of the 35% preliminary engineering work; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
