ORDINANCE No. 181587
*  Amend contract with James Hayden to increase compensation for training in basic law and legal updates to include Miranda updates  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 37718) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The City and James Hayden entered into Contract No. 37718 dated November 9, 2007 to present classes on criminal law, search and seizure, and other relevant police procedures.  James Hayden is an employee of Multnomah County District Attorney’s Office.  He shares his knowledge of how the Police Bureau interfaces with the District Attorney’s Office, Multnomah County Jail and other police agencies.

2. It is the desire of the bureau to add Miranda updates to James Hayden’s scope of work. 

3. The research required to provide a comprehensive update of this complex issue exceeds the original contract compensation not to exceed $5,000.

4. Additional compensation is necessary and shall not exceed $4,000.  Total compensation is not to exceed $9,000.
NOW, therefore, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into an agreement substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A.
Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in processing this contract will unnecessarily deprive James Hayden and the City of Portland of the mutual benefit of this agreement; therefore this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
