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ORDINANCE No. 181590
Authorize the Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services to enter into individual agreements with eligible property owners to compensate those owners for reasonable and appropriate costs to reconnect private plumbing to another public sanitary sewer system, Project No. 8373 (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. BES is currently providing sanitary sewer service to two residential properties via a public sanitary sewer main located at the rear of those properties in a 6-foot wide public sewer easement.

2. The public sanitary sewer main, by which service is being provided to those properties, is suffering permanent structural damage from root infestation.

3. Because of the narrow width of the public sewer easement, and garages and trees located over the easement, the public sewer cannot be repaired, replaced, rehabilitated or maintained. 

4. BES proposes to abandon the damaged existing public sanitary sewer main and connect those two properties to another public sanitary sewer system.

5. For those properties to obtain service from another public sanitary sewer system, it will be necessary to realign their private plumbing.

6. Because the properties are currently connected to an established existing public sanitary sewer, and the need to abandon that sewer was through no fault of the owners; BES has determined it should pay the cost to connect those properties to another public sanitary sewer system.

7. BES has determined that it would best serve the interests of both the property owners and the City for the owners to agree to assume the responsibility of contracting for the private plumbing reconnection work for their properties.

8. BES created an agreement for the purpose of providing a mechanism by which to compensate the owners for reasonable and appropriate costs associated with private plumbing reconnection work. The agreement is attached as Exhibit B.

9. Funds are available to pay for such costs in the Sewer System Operating FY 07/08 Adopted Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-22-110, Project No. 8373, Account No. 521000.

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a.
The Director of Environmental Services is authorized to execute individual agreements with affected property owners to compensate them for costs associated with private plumbing reconnection work necessary for affected properties to connect to another public sanitary sewer system in accordance with the agreement attached as AGREEMENT FOR PRIVATE PLUMBING REALIGNMENT as EXHIBITS A, for the purpose described in Section 1.

b.
The Director of Environmental Services and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented in accordance with the agreement and approved by the proper authority.
