ORDINANCE No. 181592
Authorize Grant Agreements and Intergovernmental Agreements with five non-profit and public entities related to the Watershed Investment Fund Program  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.  
The Portland City Council adopted the Clean River Program on April 6, 1990. Major elements include environmental partnerships, outreach, and education. The Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) supports those elements by providing funds for citizen led watershed projects, technical assistance for community based stewardship projects, and community education and training.

2. On March 8, 2006, the Council adopted the 2005 Portland Watershed Management Plan which describes actions for watershed health, including those in which citizen groups can take the lead such as stormwater management, revegetation, education, involvement and stewardship.

3. In Spring 2006 Commissioner Adams’ request for $500,000 to support the Watershed Investment Fund. In October 2006, Council approved Commissioner Adams’ request to increase the WIF budget to $1,500,000 for FY07-08, and use a portion of these funds to leverage community support with projects that meet the goals of the PWMP.

4. In December 2007, BES solicited applications for WIF and received 13 responses. The following community service organizations and public entities were selected to receive WIF grant funding:  
· Audubon Society of Portland ($35,000) 

· Friends of Trees ($20,000) 

· Portland Public Schools ($35,000) 

· SOLV ($20,000) 

· Verde NW ($30,000)

5. The entities named above have mutual interests with the City related to:

· The health of Portland rivers and watersheds;

· The involvement of community members in the care and stewardship of Portland rivers and watersheds

· The efficient use of resources to address these mutual concerns

· The development and continuation of collaboration with other public and private agencies in addressing the needs confronting the health of Portland rivers and watersheds

6. The established cost is $140,000.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2007-08 Budget, BES, Center Code 145-32-130, Account No. 525000.

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services and Auditor are authorized to execute grant agreements and intergovernmental agreements with the entities identified above, in substantially the same form as the grant agreements attached herein, in an aggregate amount not to exceed $140,000.


b.
The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services and Auditor are authorized to execute grant and intergovernmental agreement amendments to extend the duration or increase the amount of individual agreements.


c.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
