ORDINANCE No. 181593
*Authorize application to National Center on Senior Transportation for a grant in the amount of $51,700 for the Out and About Seniors proposal  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Vision for the Portland Office of Transportation (PDOT) calls for a balanced, multi-modal transportation system where residents will have a broad range of safe and convenient transportation options and will frequently walk, bicycle, carpool, or ride public transit as their first choice of transportation.


2. The National Center on Senior Transportation (NCST) is soliciting projects from agencies and others interested in developing and implementing innovative approaches to increasing senior transportation options and improving older adult mobility.  

3.      Proposals must support one or more of the senior transportation goals of the national United We Ride initiative of the Federal Transit Administration.  The goals are to:

· Increase transportation options for older adults

· Simplify older adults’ access to transportation services

· Increase the quality of transportation services for older adults

4. “Out and About Seniors” is a proposal stemming from existing PDOT efforts to encourage seniors to increase their transportation options: the Senior Strolls and Senior Cycle programs.  Both programs have attracted hundreds of participants, and have resulted in more walking and less drive alone trips. 

5. The grant application is in the amount of $51,700.  This would enable PDOT to launch a walking buddy program for seniors, as well as design and print large-print walking maps in the style of the very popular district walking and biking maps.  Finally, the grant request would enhance the Senior Cycle program through the purchase of seven additional three-wheeled recumbent bicycles and supplementary materials.

6. The NCST grant would provide technical support if needed, and does not require any local match. The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimate for this project is 100% to be within the $51,700 grant amount. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Mayor is hereby authorized to make application to the National Center on Senior Transportation in the amount of $51,700.


b. The Mayor is authorized to provide such information and assurance as are required for the grant period. 

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists because the grant application is due immediately; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
