AGREEMENT FOR NEIGHBORHOOD CLEANUP FUNDS

This Agreement is between the City of Portland Office of Sustainable Development (City-OSD) and East Portland Neighbors, (Organization)
RECITALS:
This Agreement is entered into for the purpose of providing City-OSD’s Solid Waste and Recycling funds for use at Neighborhood Cleanup events, put on by Neighborhood Associations, managed by Organization.

AGREEMENT:
1)
Scope of Work and Services to be Performed 

Under this agreement, City-OSD shall provide Organization $7,811.00 for the costs for neighborhood cleanups as described in this contract. Organization shall not use the funds for any other purpose than that set forth herein.

Generally held in the spring and fall, Neighborhood Cleanup events consist of weekend depots where citizens can bring household bulky waste items for proper disposal and recycling. These events are organized by the Neighborhood Associations to properly dispose of household bulky waste, clean up illegal dumping areas and provide assistance to people with disabilities. The Neighborhood Association manages each cleanup, including managing logistics and promotion, organizing volunteers, collecting funds, and reporting back to the Organization.

2)
Project Manager
City-OSD’s Project Manager shall be Jill Kolek, Program Manager, or such other person as shall be designated in writing by the City-OSD Director.

3)
Schedule

Organization must compile a complete schedule of Neighborhood Association cleanups and submit to City-OSD by the end of the business day on the first Tuesday in March. 
4) Evaluation and Reporting 

a)
For each Neighborhood Cleanup event, Organization shall submit an Evaluation Report Form (exhibit A) and invoice to City-OSD. Evaluation Reports must include:

i)
Type of items collected and their weight

ii)
Transfer station weight slips
b)
For each event, Organization shall submit invoices on Organization letterhead with accompanying Neighborhood Cleanup Evaluation Report Form. All requests for reimbursement must follow the guidelines below:

i)
Receipts and invoices are to accompany all expense reimbursement requests
ii)
City-OSD reimburses Organizations for the approved costs of services, equipment or supplies necessary for a Cleanup event. Approved costs include but are not limited to: 

(1)
cleanup site rental

(2)
hauler drop boxes

(3)
port-a-potty rental

(4)
supplies such as gloves, trash bags and safety vests

(5)
promotional materials such as advertisements, banners and flyers

(6)
refreshments for volunteers such as coffee and doughnuts, pizza and soft drinks

Other costs must be approved in advance by the City-OSD. No alcoholic beverages will be reimbursed with City-OSD funds. 

c) Organization is to send two copies of all invoices and Evaluation Report Forms.


d) All Cleanup Event activities must occur prior to June 1 of each fiscal year.

e) All Organization Evaluation and Reporting paperwork must be submitted by June 1 of each fiscal year.

5)
Payments and Financial Records 
a) Within 30 days of receiving the Cleanup’s properly completed Evaluation and Report Form, upon approval the City-OSD will pay the requested amount to the Organization. 


b) In each 12-month period, from July 1 through June 30, City OSD shall reimburse Organization for approved costs not to exceed $7,811.


c) Of the total $7,811 available for coordinating Neighborhood Cleanup events, $7,311 is available for standard cleanups.  An additional $500 in funding is available for Organization who Associations incorporate a reuse component and/or expanded range of materials collected (i.e. electronics, foam) at their Cleanup events.


6)
Publicity
Recognition of sponsors: Funds for the Neighborhood Cleanups are made possible through City of Portland's Office of Sustainable Development and Metro. Logos for City-OSD and Metro will be provided to the Organization.  Any publicity shall indicate that the cleanup project was made possible by sponsorship funds from City-OSD and Metro, and any funds collected from the event is fundraising for the Neighborhood Association. Collected funds from participants may not be used to pay for Metro transfer station disposal costs.

7)
No Other Obligations/Complete Agreement, Amendment and Severability
The Organization acknowledges that, except for the Contract, City-OSD has no obligation to provide, and City-OSD has not led Organization to believe in any way (whether expressly or by implication) that City-OSD will provide any additional or future assistance, financial or otherwise, either to Organization or for Neighborhood Cleanup Events. 

This Agreement contains the complete agreement of the parties. This Agreement may not be modified or assigned, nor may any of City-OSD’s rights be waived, except in writing signed by a duly authorized representative of the Office. City-OSD may specifically enforce, or enjoin a breach of, the provisions of this Agreement, and such rights may be transferred to another governmental entity by City-OSD.


This Agreement may be amended or modified only by a written instrument signed by both parties. Unless otherwise provided, any amendment that revises the term of the Agreement, or adjusts the amount of compensation under the Agreement, will require authorization by an ordinance approved by the City Council for the City’s approval. The City’s Project Manager may otherwise agree to and execute other amendments on behalf of the City.

If any part of this Agreement is invalidated by any court of competent jurisdiction, any and all remaining parts of this Agreement shall be severed from the invalid parts and shall remain in full force and effect.

8)
Representations
The Organization represents that it has full power and authority, and has obtained all necessary approvals, to accept the contract, to carry out the terms of the contract and this Agreement, and to conduct the Neighborhood Cleanup Event without violation of law.

9)
Compliance with Laws
City-OSD and the Organization agree to comply with all applicable local, state and federal rules, ordinances, statutes and laws which apply to the subject matter of this Agreement. Owner will comply with all applicable requirements of federal and state civil rights and rehabilitation statutes, rules and regulations, including the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 as amended, ORS 659.425 as amended and all regulations and administrative rules established pursuant to those laws.

10)
Term of the Agreement 

This Agreement becomes effective upon approval.  The term of this Agreement, unless otherwise terminated or amended, is through, and including, June 1, 2010. 

11)
Early Termination of Agreement
This Agreement may be suspended or terminated prior to the expiration of its term upon prior written notice provided to Organization from City-OSD 

12)
Notice and Opportunity to Cure

In the event of default by the Organization of its obligations under this agreement or other failure to perform, as determined at the sole discretion of the City-OSD, City-OSD shall provide Organization thirty (30) days written notice of its intent to terminate this agreement.  If the Organization fails to cure the default or perform the requirements identified by the City-OSD during that thirty (30) day period, City-OSD may then terminate this agreement upon written notice to Organization.

Notices provided under this Agreement shall be in writing and (1) delivered personally; (2) deposited in the United States mail, postage prepaid; (3) sent by courier; or (4) transmitted by facsimile, addressed as follows, or as specified by the receiving party:

This Agreement shall be interpreted, construed and enforced in accordance with, and governed by, the laws of the State of Oregon without regard to any conflict of laws provisions that would require the application of the law of any other jurisdiction.  Any action regarding this Agreement shall be filed in a court located in Portland, Oregon.

14) 
Miscellaneous

a) Records.  Information submitted to City-OSD is subject to public review and inspection under the Oregon Public Records Law.  Organization understands that, in response to public records requests, the City may be required to disclose documents in its possession regarding the Project.

b) Non-Assignment.  Organization may not transfer or assign any of its rights or responsibilities under this Agreement to another person without first obtaining written permission from City-OSD. 

c) Waiver.  The failure of the City to enforce any provision of this Agreement shall not constitute a waiver by City-OSD of that or any other provision.
