ORDINANCE No. 181599
*Amend contract with Structured Communication Systems, Inc. for the equipment and software required to implement an enterprise Storage Area Network  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 40890)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. On February 22, 2005 the City approved a contract for the services of Structured Communication Systems, Inc. (Structured) to implement an enterprise Storage Area Network (SAN) to provide a scalable data storage system to support improved server availability and more efficient management of the City’s data storage assets.

2. The contract is the result of a competitive process in accordance with Section 5.33 of the City Code.

3. The contract constitutes a requirements contract for the purchase of goods and services as needed by the City.
4. The contract does not establish an exclusive arrangement between the City and Structured, and the City retains the right to purchase the same or similar goods and services from other providers.
5. The contract purchased initial labor, equipment and materials in accordance with Attachment 2 – SAN Solution Deliverables.  This purchase exhausted the initial not-to-exceed (NTE) amount of $1,245,371.

6. The contract was amended in March 2006 to increase the NTE amount by $311,000 for a total NTE of $1,556,371.  This amendment added additional servers to the SAN infrastructure.
7. The contract was amended again in September 2006 to increase the NTE amount by $1,100,000 for a total NTE of $2,656,371.  This amendment added additional servers and Enterprise back-up to the SAN infrastructure.
8. This amendment anticipates storage expansion needs and software maintenance/support over the remaining two (2) year life of the contract. 

9. This Ordinance amends the contract, authorizing the expenditure of a NTE amount for additional features and functionality of the SAN defined and priced in the contract. This NTE will total $1,100,000 for the current fiscal year of the contract, $655,000 and $100,000 for each of the ensuing years of the contract, increasing the NTE amount by $1,855,000 for a total maximum amount of $4,511,371.
10. Funds for this contract reside in current appropriation for the Office of Management and Finance.
NOW THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to execute a contract amendment with Structured substantially similar to the amendment attached hereto as Exhibit A.

b. The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Bureau of Technology Services’ budgets from FY07-08 through FY09-10, when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities. 
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists in order to avoid undue and costly delay in providing functionality for city departments that rely on an enterprise SAN; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
