ORDINANCE No. 181602
Authorize an agreement between Portland Parks & Recreation and the Oregon Department of Transportation to accept a grant of $460,000 to develop a portion of the Columbia Slough Trail between Portland International Raceway and Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The Columbia Slough Trail is part of the 40-Mile Loop, a state recreational trail, which currently ends at the southeast corner of Portland International (PIR) just west of N Denver Road.

2. The Columbia Slough Trail is part of Metro’s regional trail system.

3. The ODOT project “I-5 widening:  Victory to Lombard – Phase I” will widen I-5 and build 250 feet of 10’ wide Columbia Slough Trail below the I-5 bridge, just east of PIR.

4. ODOT established a Community Enhancement Fund of $1,000,000 to mitigate any adverse impacts of the I-5 Delta Park freeway.

5. PP&R helped the 40-Mile Loop Land Trust apply for project funding and PP&R will receive $460,000 of ODOT enhancement funds for trail, to be matched with $150,000 from PP&R Trails System Development Charges.  The Columbia Slough Watershed Council and the Peninsula Drainage District No. 2 also support the project.
6. The proposed project will build approximately 7185 feet of trail.  The main portion on levee is from N. Vancouver Avenue Bridge west to the east side of the I-5 Bridge.  An additional connection will be made north to N. Schmeer Road near the intersection with N. Whitaker Way.

7. Any excess funds will be reserved for use in completing the off-street trail to the west of the I-5 Bridge after the first phase of the I-5 widening project is complete.  Additional funds may be needed.

8. Construction could occur in the summer of 2008 if all additional trail easements are secured.  The trail is more likely to be usable by end of 2009.

9. The improvements funded through this grant are expected to increase operating and maintenance (O&M) costs to PP&R by $21,800 in FY 08-09.

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council Directs:

a. Commissioner Dan Saltzman is authorized to accept the I-5 Delta Park Community Enhancement grant from ODOT in the amount of $460,000.

b. The Office of Management and Finance to transfer an on-going funding allocation of $21,800 O&M from the General Fund to the Parks and Recreation budget beginning in FY 08-09 to be initiated by Parks request in the FY08-09 Fall BuMP.
