ORDINANCE No. 181609
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with Oregon Department of Transportation for design and construction of the SW Gibbs St Pedestrian Bridge Over I-5   (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:





Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The SW Gibbs Street Pedestrian Bridge Over I-5 is a major transportation improvement in the City’s Transportation System Plan.  The I-5 Freeway has created a barrier to east-west pedestrian movement in the South Portland Neighborhood.
2.
The South Waterfront Plan, adopted in 2002, identifies the need for a main east-west pedestrian and bicycle connections along Gibbs Street to connect the South Waterfront with the established South Portland Neighborhood.  

3.
The Southwest Urban Trails Plan, adopted in 2000, recommended a pedestrian overpass at SW Gibbs to create an east-west urban trail linking the Willamette Greenway Trail with the 40-mile loop.

4.
The Portland Aerial Tram Final Recommendations and Report, adopted in June 2004, recognized the importance of this connection and identified a future pedestrian bridge at SW Gibbs.

5.
The estimated project cost of the Pedestrian Bridge is $11,244,000.  The City of Portland was appropriated $11,000,000 in federal transportation funds from the High Priority Project program and has received $5,733,078 to date and expects to receive a total of $9,550,000.  Local match and additional project funding will be provided by Portland Development Commission and Transportation System Development Charges.
6.  
The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimates for this project is low; the project is in the conceptual design stage.

7.
The City Attorney has reviewed and approved the agreement as to form.


NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Commissioner-in-Charge and the Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Oregon Department of Transportation for design and construction of the SW Gibbs Street Pedestrian Bridge Over I-5, similar in form to the agreement attached to this Ordinance, and by this reference made a part hereof.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because completing this agreement with ODOT took longer than expected and a further delay would adversely impact the project schedule; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
